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MANAMA, July 5,

gave life terms to seven

On Thursday,
President Barack Obama
signed into law far-reaching
sanctions that aim to squeeze
the Islamic Republic’s fuel
imports and deepen its inter-
national isolation.

“Since last week, our planes
have been refused fuel at air-
ports in Britain, Germany and
UAE because of the sanctions
imposed by America,” Mehdi
Aliyari, Secretary of the
Iranian Airlines Union, told
Iran’s ISNA news agency.

The claim could not be inde-
pendently confirmed and was
met abroad by scepticism.
None of the three countries has
announced any such ban,
although officials could not
rule out private firms refusing
to fuel Iranian planes because
of US measures.

A British government
spokesman said it was unaware
of any Iranian planes being
denied fuel in Britain. The
German transport ministry said
there was no ban on refuelling
Iranian aircraft, and an airport
in the United Arab Emirates
said it was honouring contracts
to fill Iranian air craft normally.

Gala Riani at IHS Global
Insight said any measure tar-
geting the provision of fuel to
Iranian flights would seem a
“very strict reading” of the new
US sanctions law. She said it
would not necessarily be the
kind of measures the legisla-
tion, which is more directed at
trade in fuel, aimed to achieve.

“I’d be cautious to jump to
any conclusions,” she said about
the Iranian news agency report.

Davutoglu said he had presented Turkey’s
position during talks in Brussels on Wednesday
with Israeli Trade Minister Benjamin Ben
Eliezer, in the first high-level contact since the
crisis erupted.

“We will not wait for eternity for an Israeli
answer,” he said.

“If they do not make any move (to meet
Turkey’s expectations), the process of isolating
Israel will continue,” he added.

Davutoglu also said the decision to close
Turkey’s airspace to Israeli military aircraft “was
not taken for only one or two airplanes,” hinting

ANKARA, July 5, (Agencies): Turkey warned
Israel Monday it will cut ties unless it gets an
apology for a deadly raid on Gaza-bound aid
ships, but the Jewish state said it will never say
sorry for defending itself.

Ankara had already closed its airspace to all
Israeli military aircraft in reaction to the May 31
bloodshed on a Turkish ship in which nine Turks
were killed, Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu
told the daily Hurriyet.

The Israelis had three options, Davutoglu said
in remarks published Monday.

“Either they apologise, or accept an interna-
tional (inquiry) commission and its report, or
relations will be broken,” he said.

Turkey has called for an international probe
into Israel’s interception of the flotilla, but
Davutoglu said Ankara would not reject Israel’s
own inquiry if it resulted in an apology and com-
pensation of the victims’ families, according to
Hurriyet.

“If their own commission concludes that the
raid was unjust and if they apologise, that will be
sufficient,” he said, although he insisted on com-
pensation.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
had already ruled out any apology on Friday and

A space telescope designed to peer into the
enigma of the “Big Bang” has served up its first
overall image of the cosmos, the European
Space Agency said on Monday.

The picture “is an extraordinary treasure chest
of new data for astronomers,” ESA declared.

The image was painstakingly built up, slice
by slice, by a 700-million-euro ($875 million)
telescope, Planck, which ESA put in orbit in
May last year.

Planck is designed to look at radiation in the

microwave part of the energy spectrum.
Microwave signatures point to the birth and

death of stars and galaxies, as well as the
embers of the “Big Bang” which, according to
theory, brought the Universe into existence
13.7 billion years ago.

This primeval energy, known as cosmic
microwave background radiation (CMBR),
washes across the sky. But in order to spot it in
Planck’s first “all-sky” image, scientists will
have to filter out background noise from our

own galaxy, the Milky Way, ESA said.
“We are opening the door to an Eldorado

where scientists can seek the nuggets that will
lead to deeper understanding of how our
Universe came to be and how it works now,”
said David Southwood, ESA’s director of sci-
ence and robotic exploration.

“The image itself and its remarkable quality is
a tribute to the engineers who built and have
operated Planck. Now the scientific harvest
must begin.”

Named after the 20th-century German physi-
cist Max Planck who founded quantum theory,
the mission is equipped with a 1.5-metre (4.8-
feet) telescope that focuses radiation onto two
arrays of microwave detectors, each cooled to
almost absolute zero.

By the end of its mission in 2012, Planck should
have completed four all-sky scans, ESA said. The
data release of the CMBR — in essence a map of
the Big Bang — is also scheduled for 2012. (AFP)

“If they are, then it has the potential to radical-
ly refocus scientists’ approach to the study of
brain diseases,” he said.

British scientists also believe they have found
specific patterns of brain activity in children and
young people which could be signs or “markers”
of those who will later go on to develop mental
illnesses such as schizophrenia.

Researchers from Nottingham University, who
presented their study at the Forum for European
Neuroscience in Amsterdam, said the patterns
suggest it may be possible in future to identify
those at risk of becoming ill before they develop
symptoms.

“If we can identify people who are at particu-
larly high risk of developing schizophrenia, per-
haps using neurocognitive brain markers, then
we might be able to reduce that risk and also help

“By understanding the composition of the
synapse, we can also ask which proteins are
important to diseases, and therefore get a sense of
the disease burden that the synapse is involved
with,” Grant said.

“Rather than thinking that a gene causes a par-
ticular disease, what we’re seeing now is that the
gene mutation disrupts the (protein) complexes
that cause the disease. We found that defects in
the genes that encode these human synapse pro-
teins are really a major cause of diseases.”

In a follow-up study using mice, Grant’s team
found that by using various drugs to change the
proteins in the synapse, the link to disease was
also altered.

Grant said his team now planned to investigate
whether the links between defects in synapse
proteins and disease that they found in mice are
also borne out in humans.

he told reporters before presenting his findings at
the Forum for European Neuroscience in
Amsterdam on Monday. “We know of no other
molecular structure which is responsible for
more brain diseases — so we think it’s a major
discovery.”

Grant’s team used a technique called pro-
teomics to analyse all the proteins in human brain
cells. Humans have around a million billion
brains cells and these are connected by synapses,
which play a pivotal role because they create cir-
cuits that allow the brain to learn and remember
things.

The scientists found around 1,500 proteins in
human synapses, each of which is encoded by a
gene. They then managed to link genetic defects
in some of these with key diseases such as
autism, bipolar disorder, depression and schizo-
phrenia.

LONDON, July 5, (RTRS): More than 135 brain
diseases including autism, chronic pain, schizo-
phrenia and dementia are linked to defects in pro-
teins in the junctions between nerve cells, scien-
tists have found.

Researchers have been able for the first time to
map the protein structure of human synapses, the
junctions between nerve cells responsible for
transmitting information, offering scientists a
new way of looking at diseases that affect mil-
lions of people around the world.

It also opens potential new ways of finding and
developing drugs for brain diseases, and may in
future allow doctors to make genetic diagnoses
of the conditions, said Seth Grant, the neurosci-
entist at Cambridge University’s Sanger Institute
who led the study.

“We now recognise that these synapse proteins
are the molecular basis of many brain diseases,” Continued on Page 43

The claim could not be inde-
pendently confirmed and was
met abroad by scepticism.
None of the three countries has
announced any such ban,
although officials could not
rule out private firms refusing
to fuel Iranian planes because
of US measures.

A British government
spokesman said it was unaware
of any Iranian planes being
denied fuel in Britain. The
German transport ministry said
there was no ban on refuelling
Iranian aircraft, and an airport
in the United Arab Emirates
said it was honouring contracts
to fill Iranian air craft normally.

Gala Riani at IHS Global
Insight said any measure tar-
geting the provision of fuel to
Iranian flights would seem a
“very strict reading” of the new
US sanctions law. She said it
would not necessarily be the
kind of measures the legisla-
tion, which is more directed at
trade in fuel, aimed to achieve.

“I’d be cautious to jump to
any conclusions,” she said about
the Iranian news agency report.

Turkey’s expectations), the process of isolating
Israel will continue,” he added.

Davutoglu also said the decision to close
Turkey’s airspace to Israeli military aircraft “was
not taken for only one or two airplanes,” hinting

ANKARA, July 5, (Agencies): Turkey warned
Israel Monday it will cut ties unless it gets an
apology for a deadly raid on Gaza-bound aid
ships, but the Jewish state said it will never say
sorry for defending itself.

Ankara had already closed its airspace to all
Israeli military aircraft in reaction to the May 31
bloodshed on a Turkish ship in which nine Turks
were killed, Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu
told the daily Hurriyet.

The Israelis had three options, Davutoglu said
in remarks published Monday.

“Either they apologise, or accept an interna-
tional (inquiry) commission and its report, or
relations will be broken,” he said.

Turkey has called for an international probe
into Israel’s interception of the flotilla, but
Davutoglu said Ankara would not reject Israel’s
own inquiry if it resulted in an apology and com-
pensation of the victims’ families, according to
Hurriyet.

“If their own commission concludes that the
raid was unjust and if they apologise, that will be
sufficient,” he said, although he insisted on com-
pensation.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
had already ruled out any apology on Friday and

A space telescope designed to peer into the
enigma of the “Big Bang” has served up its first
overall image of the cosmos, the European
Space Agency said on Monday.

The picture “is an extraordinary treasure chest
of new data for astronomers,” ESA declared.

The image was painstakingly built up, slice
by slice, by a 700-million-euro ($875 million)
telescope, Planck, which ESA put in orbit in
May last year.

Planck is designed to look at radiation in the

microwave part of the energy spectrum.
Microwave signatures point to the birth and

death of stars and galaxies, as well as the
embers of the “Big Bang” which, according to
theory, brought the Universe into existence
13.7 billion years ago.

This primeval energy, known as cosmic
microwave background radiation (CMBR),
washes across the sky. But in order to spot it in
Planck’s first “all-sky” image, scientists will
have to filter out background noise from our

own galaxy, the Milky Way, ESA said.
“We are opening the door to an Eldorado

where scientists can seek the nuggets that will
lead to deeper understanding of how our
Universe came to be and how it works now,”
said David Southwood, ESA’s director of sci-
ence and robotic exploration.

“The image itself and its remarkable quality is
a tribute to the engineers who built and have
operated Planck. Now the scientific harvest
must begin.”

Named after the 20th-century German physi-
cist Max Planck who founded quantum theory,
the mission is equipped with a 1.5-metre (4.8-
feet) telescope that focuses radiation onto two
arrays of microwave detectors, each cooled to
almost absolute zero.

By the end of its mission in 2012, Planck should
have completed four all-sky scans, ESA said. The
data release of the CMBR — in essence a map of
the Big Bang — is also scheduled for 2012. (AFP)

“If they are, then it has the potential to radical-
ly refocus scientists’ approach to the study of
brain diseases,” he said.

British scientists also believe they have found
specific patterns of brain activity in children and
young people which could be signs or “markers”
of those who will later go on to develop mental
illnesses such as schizophrenia.

Researchers from Nottingham University, who
presented their study at the Forum for European
Neuroscience in Amsterdam, said the patterns
suggest it may be possible in future to identify
those at risk of becoming ill before they develop
symptoms.

“If we can identify people who are at particu-
larly high risk of developing schizophrenia, per-
haps using neurocognitive brain markers, then
we might be able to reduce that risk and also help

“By understanding the composition of the
synapse, we can also ask which proteins are
important to diseases, and therefore get a sense of
the disease burden that the synapse is involved
with,” Grant said.

“Rather than thinking that a gene causes a par-
ticular disease, what we’re seeing now is that the
gene mutation disrupts the (protein) complexes
that cause the disease. We found that defects in
the genes that encode these human synapse pro-
teins are really a major cause of diseases.”

In a follow-up study using mice, Grant’s team
found that by using various drugs to change the
proteins in the synapse, the link to disease was
also altered.

Grant said his team now planned to investigate
whether the links between defects in synapse
proteins and disease that they found in mice are
also borne out in humans.

he told reporters before presenting his findings at
the Forum for European Neuroscience in
Amsterdam on Monday. “We know of no other
molecular structure which is responsible for
more brain diseases — so we think it’s a major
discovery.”

Grant’s team used a technique called pro-
teomics to analyse all the proteins in human brain
cells. Humans have around a million billion
brains cells and these are connected by synapses,
which play a pivotal role because they create cir-
cuits that allow the brain to learn and remember
things.

The scientists found around 1,500 proteins in
human synapses, each of which is encoded by a
gene. They then managed to link genetic defects
in some of these with key diseases such as
autism, bipolar disorder, depression and schizo-
phrenia.

LONDON, July 5, (RTRS): More than 135 brain
diseases including autism, chronic pain, schizo-
phrenia and dementia are linked to defects in pro-
teins in the junctions between nerve cells, scien-
tists have found.

Researchers have been able for the first time to
map the protein structure of human synapses, the
junctions between nerve cells responsible for
transmitting information, offering scientists a
new way of looking at diseases that affect mil-
lions of people around the world.

It also opens potential new ways of finding and
developing drugs for brain diseases, and may in
future allow doctors to make genetic diagnoses
of the conditions, said Seth Grant, the neurosci-
entist at Cambridge University’s Sanger Institute
who led the study.

“We now recognise that these synapse proteins
are the molecular basis of many brain diseases,” Continued on Page 43

• Up to many kpc
• Help analyse large scale structure in emission

Distance to individual objects seen in extinction 
• In the halo for the first time
• IVCs, HVCs (?)

Polarisation studies
• Planck polarisation
• Ground based stellar polarisation

Better calibration for BGM
• Improved 3D extinction maps at very large distances
